Intent
At St Michael’s CE Primary School, we believe that learning a second language and exposure to a different culture are essential experiences for children. Our children and young people are living and growing up in a world where collaborating internationally is an everyday experience and need to be equipped to make the most of these international links. We aim to provide the children at St Michael’s with the foundations of the French language, and inspire them to think about what it is like to live and learn in a different culture.
Implementation
At St Michael’s, children learn French in KS2. Teachers follow a scheme of work from KAPOW which encompasses 6 basic strands:
• Speaking and pronunciation 
• Listening 
• Reading and writing 
• Grammar 
• Intercultural understanding 
• Language detective skills.
Children learn through a range of activities including conversation, being “language detectives” and writing basic words and phrases
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The expected impact of following the Kapow Primary French scheme of work is that children will: 
· Be able to engage in purposeful dialogue in practical situations (e.g., ordering in a cafe, following directions) and express an opinion.  
· Make increasingly accurate attempts to read unfamiliar words, phrases, and short texts. 
· Speak and read aloud with confidence and accuracy in pronunciation. 
· Demonstrate understanding of spoken language by listening and responding appropriately. 
· Use a bilingual dictionary to support their language learning. 
· Be able to identify word classes in a sentence and apply grammatical rules they have learnt. 
· Have developed an awareness of cognates and near-cognates and be able to use them to tackle unfamiliar words in French, English, and other languages. 
· Be able to construct short texts on familiar topics. 
· Meet the end of Key Stage 2 stage expectations outlined in the national curriculum for Languages
