Spelling Shed helps children to practise spelling via simple games.  The games provide four different degrees of support in the form of difficulty modes; Easy, Medium, Hard and Extreme.  Children can practise as much as they like on lower levels before trying more challenging ones.  We will set lists of words that your child should practise each week on Spelling Shed and will monitor their progress.  The words each child should learn will appear when they log in and going forward these sets and lists of words will be published for the half-term and available for you on our class website pages.
This fantastic resource should be used at home as well as in school to more accurately see spelling rules and patterns children are excelling at or finding trickier so we can all support accordingly.  We continue to teach spellings in class as part of our SPaG (Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar) and Phonics curriculum and spell and use these words in a handwritten manner alongside use of the system.
