Where the school is delivering education and training, including extra-curricular
activities and wraparound childcare, in a community setting (for example, library or
community centre), staff and pupils will be exempt from the legal requirement to wear
a face covering if they are in a private room or the premises has been exclusively
hired for the sole use of its pupils and staff.

The reintroduction of face coverings for pupils, students or staff may be required by
Public Health for a temporary period in response to particular localised outbreaks,
including variants of concern. In all cases, any educational drawbacks should be
balanced with the benefits of managing transmission.

Children and young people aged 11 and over must still wear a face covering on public
transport. In accordance with advice from PHE, they must also wear a face covering
when travelling on dedicated transport to secondary school or college. This does not
apply to children and young people who are exempt from wearing face coverings.

Face coverings (whether transparent or cloth) should fit securely around the face to
cover the nose and mouth and be made with a breathable material capable of filtering
airborne patrticles.
